Corequisite Learning Support places students into
ENGL 1010 or MATH 1105 and an academic support/
co-requisite course (0088 or 0093), in the same term.
These courses are designed to support students in
their work for their college-level course (ENGL 1010 or
MATH 1105). All work done in the support course is to
help you be successful in your college-level course.

Not necessarily. Use the chart to determine if your
scores require that you register for these courses.

The different levels are tailored to students'
specific skills that may need extra support.

Absolutely! If your test scores place you directly
into ENGL 1010 or MATH 1105 you can schedule a
support course if you would like additional help.
